During the Nazi siege of Leningrad, a group of scien-
tists at the world's oldest seed bank voluntarily starved to
death rather than eat the wheat, potatoes, nuts and other
seeds being stored at Leningrad's Vavilov Research Insti-
tute of Plant Industry. At the same time, courtesy of Stalin,
the institute's founding visionary Nikolay Vavilov was starv-
ing to death in a Siberian prison -- but not before he'd gath-
ered more than 50,000 samples from 40 different countries
for his institute's collection.

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Timely Tips for the Garden in July

For continued flowering, pick faded blooms from
shapdragons, phlox, delphinium, etc.

Propagation f many shrubs is still possible by soft-
wood cuttings in a cold frame.

Thoroughly water trees, shrubs, grass flowers and
vegetables during dry spells.

Apply a summer mulich to the rose bed.

Prune and shape any narrow-leaved evergreens
before July 15th.

Last chance to pinch outdoor chrysanthemums

Sow seed of perennials such as campanula,
delphinium, dianthus, primula, sweet William, etc.

Take poinsettia cuttings now for Christmas bloom.
